» The use of a torque wrench is strongly advised. (Malleable clamps are composed of iron which is
susceptible to fracture when over-tightened). Tighten the 3" set screw to 5 ft/Ib.

» If a torque wrench is not available, the set screw should first be finger-tightened, then use a wrench
to tighten an additional %4 to %5 turn.

* The hex nut must then be tightened against the beam clamp to lock the set screw in place.
+ DO NOT OVER-TIGHTEN SET SCREW!
